A TheTanakh, pronounced [tadnax]
used in Judaism for the Hebrew Bible. The Tanakh is also
known as the Masoretic Text or the Migra. The name

A According to the Talmud, much of the content of the
Tanakh was compiled by the "Men of the Great Assembly"
by 450 BC, and have since remained unchanged. Modern
scholars are less certain, but some believe that the process
of canonization of the Tanakh became finalized between
200 BC and 200 AD

Hebrew Scripture

A The Talmud (learning or instruction) is a Judaic text that records
rabbinic discussions about Jewish customs, law, ethics and
history. It has two components:

I Mishnah, completed about 200 ADthe first written Jewish law text. Often,
the terms Talmud and Mishnah are used interchangably.

I Gemara, completed about 500 AD, a discussion of the Mishnah and
commentary on the Tanakh.
A The Mishneh Torah is the complete code of Jewish law, written
by Rabbi Moshe ben Maimon (Maimonides) approximately 800
years ago.

A Today there are three main branches of Judaism

I Reform Judaism does not emphasize the Talmud. Reform Judaism posits a
liberal view and rejects the notion of binding Jewish law.

I Conservative Judaism teaches the Talmud, primarily as source material for
Halakha, the collective Jewish law drawn from the Tanakh, Talmud, rabbinic
law and tradition.

I Orthodox Judaism stresses the importance of the Talmud in religious
schools and among all Orthodox Jews
